This way, the NFs can determine whether to make use of the existing ULI or the Additional ULI, based on the service specific requirements that is not always visible to the AMF.

The TAC and cell ID broadcasted by the MBSR cell(s) are configured as specified in TS 38.470 [165].
When a UE is served by a MBSR cell, the IAB-donor-CU may provide 'Additional ULI', User Location Information, in N2 messages. The 'Additional ULI' is the ULI of the IAB-UE. The AMF may consider the 'Additional ULI' when it manages the UE location related functions (e.g. Mobility Restrictions).
When AMF provides user location information to other NFs for a UE connected via MBSR, the AMF may also send the Additional ULI received via N2 messages. The other NFs can determine if the Additional ULI should be considered together with the ULI for providing services to the UE.
