3	Justification
GSMA TSG UEWIFI requested 3GPP SA2 (incoming LS S2-2310083) to define a solution for network indication of handover policy between 3GPP and non-3GPP access.

The handover policy depends on HPLMN deployment, local configuration, user subscription and VPLMN deployment when roaming. The network can indicate the handover policy to the UE between 3GPP and non-3GPP access either:

· during PDN connection/PDU session establishment; or
· attach/registration procedure.

The handover policy is not expected to be different for each established PDN connection/PDU session so that the UE would make individual decisions for each PDN connection/PDU session. However, the operator is expected to be able to dynamically control the handover policy on a per registration/attachment basis.

The objective of this work item is to add network indication of handover policy between 3GPP and non-3GPP access to EPC Attach procedure / 5GC Registration procedure / Initial Attach on S2b procedure including:
-	Whether or not handover between ePDG and EPC is supported

-	Whether or not handover between N3IWF and 5GC is supported
