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Abstract:
This contribution proposes a new key issue for XRM Ph2.
1. Discussion
One of the FS_XRM_Ph2 study objectives is to support the following aspect as approved in SP-231198:
WT#1 Enhancement for PDU Set based QoS handling.
WT#1.1 Study whether and how to enhance PDU Set related (e.g. new standardized 5QI, enhancements to Alternative QoS profiles, FEC) and PDU Set information (including Control Plane and/or User plane information provided by the AF/AS) and the corresponding PDU Set QoS handling enhancement. 

NOTE 1: This will require close coordination between SA4 and SA2.
In Rel-18, some basic features for PDU set based QoS handling has been specified and there are still some issues which are raised or identified but no normative work have been done during Rel-18 and these issues can be further study in Rel-19.   Among these issues, one issue is whether and how to enhance PDU set based QoS handling by defining new standardized 5QI, or alternative QoS profiles or FEC mechanisms.  This may also require the media application layer support and interaction between AF/AS and 5GC is needed.
2. Proposal 

It is proposed to adopt the following text in TR 23.700-70.

PDU set
This key issue will study how PDU set based QoS handling mechanism can be enhanced considering both control plane and user plane perspectives. In particular, this KI will address:

Whether and how new 5QI need to be specified to support PDU set based QoS handling.
NOTE: The necessity of adding new 5QI need be coordinated with both SA4 and RAN1. 

-
Whether and how to enhance alternative QoS profile for PDU set based QoS handling.
-
Whether and which information can be provided from AF/AS considering interaction between network layer and media application layer. 
NOTE: Information from AF/AS need to be coordinated with SA4.
