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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to thank SA5 for their LS on Support of network slices which have area of service not matching deployed tracking areas
Specific to the SA5 questions in S5-235774, SA2 would like to provide the following feedback:

Question: The RRMPolicyRatio (defined in TS 28.541) for S-NSSAI(s) is generated/adjusted by OAM, and configured to gNB. gNB allocates the resources to UE based on configured RRMPolicyRatio and resource utilisation information. How the AMF determines the RRMPolicyRatio utilisation for the resources of potential Alternative S-NSSAIs. Any duplication or conflict?

SA2 answer: The Alternative S-NSSAI is decided by the OAM/NSSF/PCF, which provides the Alternative S-NSSAI in the notification message to the AMF. The Approach 2 requires the AMF, NSSF or PCF to be aware of the RRMPolicyRatio utilisation between S-NSSAIs and then decide how to distribute the load between them. SA2 does not think it is feasible to make the AMF, NSSF or PCF be aware of the information of RRMPolicyRatio utilisation.
