For best-effort traffic for services without QoS criteria, policies can be defined to limit energy use for the services. Additionally, policies can be defined with a maximum energy credit limit, e.g. for best-effort services to limit the total amount of energy consumption. These policies expand the options of subscription policies to control energy consumption in the 5G system.
This key issue addresses how to enhance subscription and policy control to support energy related information as service criteria. The energy related information can be e.g. a maximum energy credit limit, a maximum energy consumption (i.e. quantity of energy for a specified period of time). In particular, the following aspects are required to be studied:
-	Whether and how the 5G system supports subscription policies that define the energy related information for services without QoS criteria.
-	Whether and how the 5G system supports a means to enforce the policy for the energy related information for services without QoS criteria to constrain energy consumption.
NOTE:	The granularity of the subscription policies can either apply to the subscriber (all services), or to particular services.
