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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to thank SA4 for the LS on PDU Set Size and signaling aspects and would like to provide the following feedback:

SA4 question: In Release 18, can the UPF always be aware by network configuration of possibly present NAT46/NAT64 within a CSP network?

SA2 reply: The UPF could potentially be made aware by local configuration of e.g. NAT64 functionality that an operator may have deployed in the same network. However, UPF would not know whether a particular flow has been translated (e.g. from IPv4 to IPv6) by a separately deployed IP version translation function like NAT64.
