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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA6 and RAN2 for the reply LS on addressing packet loss during multicast MBS delivery. SA2 has discussed the reply LS by SA6 and came to conclusion that in order to meet the KPIs of MCPTT quoted from TS 22.173 the MCX UE that needs to support MCPTT must be always in RRC_CONNECTED mode. This issue goes beyond MBS since the same service requirements apply to 5GS for unicast traffic but also EPS for eMBMS and unicast traffic. SA2 approved related CR for TS 23.501 (since rel.15) that removes the relaxation for the "first packet delay" for the related 5QIs and mandates the need for MCX UEs that support MCPTT to be always in RRC_CONNECTED mode. SA2 did not yet approve similar CRs for EPS (unicast or eMBMS). 

SA2 welcomes any feedback from RAN2 and SA6.
