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1 Overall description
SA2 thanks SA6 for their original LS in S2-2306284 /S6-231018, where SA6 raised concerns that when a talker starts after a silence period the related MBS session may be deactivated by the network, and that the first packets of the talk burst might then not be delivered to all UEs due to the delay caused by the MBS session activation that involves paging RRC-IDLE or RRC-INACTIVE UEs.
SA2 also thanks RAN2 and SA6 for the responses provided in their-follow-up LS statements S2-2310119/R2-2309245 and S2-2310142/S6-232609.
SA2 would like to inform SA6 that to address those concerns SA2 agreed the attached related CR that allows an AF to indicate that the MBS session shall not be deactivated by the network when requesting to create that MBS session.
