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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks RAN2 on the feedback about their views on assistance information.
SA2 has defined some information and messages provided from the LMF to the UE, which are non-relevant to capability, assistance data and location information, e.g.which include:
· list of candidate Located UE(s) in the SL-MO-LR Procedure defined in clause 6.20.1 of TS 23.273
· Application Layer ID of each all UEs of the session in the SL-MT-LR Procedure defined in clause 6.20.3 of TS 23.273
· SL-MT-LR request in the SL-MT-LR Procedure defined in clause 6.20.3 of TS 23.273
· Selected SL Positioning Server UE in the Procedures for Network-assisted SL Positioning for UE with NAS connection defined in clause 6.5.3 of TS 23.586
SA2 agrees that the above information and message will be defined by CT1 in the supplementary services messages, i.e., no impact to RSPP/SLPP.
It is SA2 agreement that all the information and messages provided from LMF to UE, which are non-related to capability, assistance data and location information, arewill be transmitted within supplementary services message to be developed by CT WGs1.
