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A two-day S2 VHE/OSA Drafting Group meeting was held in Berlin at Siemens premises, starting Wednesday, January 17th at 10 AM ending on Thursday, January 18th at 5 PM. 

The agenda announced in Tdoc S2v010085 was approved without modification. 

Per a previously announced decision, the chair of the VHE/OSA drafting group, Georg Kastelewicz, will not be available to carry on the chairmanship responsibility. He thanked the meeting for the cooperation. It was agreed to alphabetically rotate the chairman position for future meetings, starting with Ms. Chelo Abarca (of Alcatel) for the next meeting.

There will be an email discussion on several documents and on open issues related to R4 Stage 2 work items until the next meeting. This email discussion will be concluded before the next face-to-face meeting of the group.

A two-day VHE/OSA drafting meeting was proposed for the 27th and 28th of February, 2001, co-located with SA2#17. In addition, a tentative face-to-face Drafting Group meeting was agreed to be held before the SA2#17 meeting on the 22nd and 23rd of February 2001 if such a meeting is called for due to urgent action related to the service control interfaces.

This documents contaains the minutes of the meeting prepared by the Drafting Group chairman.

1. Summary of the meeting

5. Discussion

Agenda item 4:  Liaisons from other groups

Document S2v010092, presented by an SA1 OSA adhoc group representative

In this contribution the document 22.127, version 2.0.0, was presented. The paper only contains requirements for R4, SA1 will handle R5 issues after next SA1 adhoc meeting. 

Some questions of understanding were discussed. 

Document S2v010093, presented by an SA1 representative (OSA adhoc group)

In the last meeting the need was felt by the group to get in contact with SA5 to ensure that the work in both groups are not contradictory on the topic of charging. The paper proposes to give SA5 a presentation on the current work of the SA1 and SA2 VHE and OSA drafting groups to invite SA5 for comments. Siemens volunteered to prepare and hold such a presentation.

The paper proposing this was approved and will be presented to the SA2#16 in Los Angeles. 

The group agreed on the following working procedures: A similar proposal will be made in SA1. If SA1 and SA2 approve the proposal made, a presentation will be prepared and sent to SA1 OSA and SA2 VHE/OSA drafting groups for Email approval in late February or early March. Furthermore it is send to CN5 for comments. The presentation then could be given to the SA5 meeting in March.

Document S2v010094 (was: SP-000696), presented by Siemens

This document contains an LS from SA10 on IP multimedia sessions. It will be presented officially to the SA2#16 in Los Angeles, but the VHE/OSA drafting session had a look at it in advance. 

The topic of the service provisioning interfaces is inclusive of VHE. The group proposes to discuss this topic within the VHE drafting session. This also includes the service provisioning protocol aspects of the LS from CN1/2/3/4 Joint meeting in Beijing, Tdoc. # NJ-010107 (see the summary on S2v010099 below).

Document S2v010099 was a LS from TSG CN WG1/2/3/4 Joint Meeting on “Control of IP Multimedia Services” (no soft copy was available, a faxed paper copy was distributed to the meeting).

The issue of service control interface from a single network perspective was discussed.  A proposal stated during the meeting was to reduce the three interfaces to two, SIP and OSA API (removing the CAP for CAMEL). 

A stepwise approach was also contemplated to see if different companies in this meeting could check for the following proposal (made by Siemens):

“The companies participating at the S2 VHE Drafting Group meeting are kindly requested to take the following proposal under consideration until the SA2#17 from the 26th of February to the 2nd of March: 

The provisioning of services to roaming subscribers in the IMS should be addressed by a stepwise approach. For Release 5, only the home control variant is introduced. Then, as a part of Release 6, the introduction of the hybrid model including the clarification which service provisioning interface for roaming should be supported can be resolved. This approach has the advantage to not endanger the time schedule for the release 5 work.”

A proposal to S2 plenary from this drafting group is to help S2 tackle the service provisioning interfaces with respect to a single network. The VHE aspect will then be to extend the requirements to cover the multiple networks environment. Therefore, if agreed by S2, this LS from TSG CN joint groups will be taken by the VHE drafting group for the study and selection of the interface. If the drafting group’s offer of help is accepted by S2, the group will conduct an email discussion on this issue followed by a two day face-to-face meeting prior to S2#17 to finalize its conclusion and recommendations for the service control interface. 

Document S2v010088 (was: S2-000075, was: S2-001834)

Follow up document: S2v010097

Related to S2-001834, this LS from T2 (T2-000556) was discussed already at the last VHE/OSA drafting session in Paris (November 2000). It asks for information on the OSA interface for HLR and other user data to be utilized for interfaces in the Multi-Media Short Message Services (MMS) reference architecture. 

The drafting session thinks that OSA is not designed for that specific purposes raised in the LS. 

There will be OSA APIs to access user information. The requirements on this API are not defined at the moment.

If the requirements of the mentioned API are very specific they cannot be part of the OSA, nevertheless some parts of OSA could be reused for that purpose.

To give a final answer some questions must be clarified before, which are stated in the answering LS in S2v010097. This document was approved by the meeting and will be presented in the SA2#16 in Los Angeles.

Agenda item 5: Discussion of TR 23.955 and the assignment of the issues mentioned therein to R4 or R5, respectively

Document S2v010086 (TR 23.955, version 0.0.0), presented by Motorola

It was agreed by the group that this TR is not an document approved by the drafting group. It is rather a working document to collect ideas and concepts, since its initial version contains also contributions which were for discussion only and not for approval. This was noted especially in connection with chapter 7, which represents a company’s view and does not represent the opinion of the VHE/OSA drafting group.

Several remarks were made on this paper. The terminology should be aligned with the stage 1 document. Moreover it was proposed to change “network” to “home environment”. The terminology “application” and “service” must be clarified as well. The parts concerning VHE should be split from the parts dealing with toolkits (cf. VHE-OSA-0018, Meeting in Montreal August 2000).

The information model in chapter 5.1 should be updated to be consistent with the text.

The proposal to change “network infrastructure perspective” to either “architecture perspective” or “home environment perspective” was made. This decision on this was delayed until the clarification of scope and applicability of section 4.

In general it was found that it is not yet clear to the drafting session which parts of the TR are rather part of the stage 1 specification, especially chapter 4. There is an urgent need for the answer of the LS to SA1 (S2-002093, Makuhari meeting November 2000). Moreover further input by SA1 is needed to decide which parts of the TR belong to R4 and which belong to R5.

The TR, including the changes made during the meeting, will be presented to the SA1 VHE adhoc meeting in London on the 19th of January. Motorola volunteered to present it there. Also the question “Does S1 have requirements for non VHE services for R4/R5?” should be raised in this meeting.

In connection to this paper a discussion on VHE services, non VHE services etc. was raised and continued during the discussion of the paper S2v000087. For details of the discussion see the corresponding clause at agenda item 7.

Agenda item 6: Session on general VHE issues

Document S2v010090, presented by Motorola

Follow up document: S2v010098

It was agreed to substitute “serving CSCF” by “network”. The revised version of the document S2v010098 was approved and will be presented to the SA2#16 in Los Angeles.

Document S2v010091, presented by Motorola

Due to some technical concerns mentioned in the meeting the paper was not approved.

Agenda item 7: Session on service provisioning issues

Document S2v010087, presented by Motorola

The document was widely discussed. Because there is an overlap with the discussion on S2v010086 (TR 23.955), the corresponding part of the discussion of that document is included in this clause.

During the last drafting meeting in Paris (November 2000) it was agreed to describe the life cycle of services. The TR and the document S2v010087 address this subject. First it has to be noted what means “service” in this context: a service is a commercial product used by the mobile subscriber. It can be customized to suit best the demand of the subscriber. Services dealt herein are offered by the home environment. The service can either be hosted on one or more service capability servers or it is provided by applications using the OSA interface to access the telecommunication network. 

The first step to make a service successful is to advertise it to potential users. The idea in this contribution is to allow services to make themselves visible to users and to allow users to search for available services. The process of registration is intended to allow services making themselves available and the process of discovery is intended to allow a user to search for available services. The idea was shared and supported by the drafting session. However the proposed method was questioned and needs further elaboration. Two options were discussed. One is to hold a service repository inside the part of the network SA2 is responsible for, the other is to provide the registration on pure administrative means without any impact on the (SA2-)standardization of UMTS networks. Pros and cons were exchanged but no conclusion was reached. 

Another issue which needs investigations is the registration and discovery of local services in a serving network. To conclude this subject, it was seen as highly beneficial to look for solutions and the need for further studies was confirmed.

The document was not approved. Further discussion on this document may be carried out during the proposed email discussion sessions. 

Document S2v010089, presented by Ericsson

This document is a further elaboration of S2v000069 from the last meeting in Paris (November 2000).

Some questions for clarification were answered. 

The meeting agreed that the presentation of the TR at the SA1 OSA drafting session on the 19th of January will be abridged with respect to the relevant scenarios mentioned in the paper. 

It was agreed that the document will be incorporated into the TR.

Documents S2v010095 and S2v010096 submitted by Lucent.

Due to the lack of time these two documents were not discussed. They were moved to the proposed Email Discussion sessions along with other incompletely reviewed documents.

Agenda item 8: Session on OSA issues

No contributions were provided within this item.

Agenda item 9: Schedules and Planning of further work

A two-day VHE/OSA drafting meeting was proposed for the 27th and 28th of February, 2001, to be co-located with SA2#17. In case the SA2#16 meeting feels an urgent need to have a drafting session on issues such as before the SA2#17 it is proposed to hold the meeting at the 22nd and 23rd of February, 2001, instead.

Prior to the next face-to-face meeting of the drafting group, there will be an email discussion and two conference calls to discuss documents S2v010095 and S2v010096 and other open issues such as R4 Stage 2 work items in alignment with S1’s R4 Stage 1 requirements. This email discussion and the two related conference calls will be organized and led by Ericsson.

Identify impact of OSA stage 1 specifications to R4.
