Definitions of terms and abbreviations

3.1
Terms

For the purposes of the present document, the terms given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

Energy Consumption (EC): The amount of energy which is utilized to achieve a specific system purpose expressed in Joule (J) or Watthour (Wh). (see TS 28.310 [7] and TS 28.554 [6]).

NOTE:
1 Joule [J] = 1 Watt * 1 Second [Ws].

Energy Efficiency (EE): The relation between a useful output and energy consumption (see TS 28.310 [7] and TS 28.554 [6]).

carbon emission: define the quantity of equivalent carbon dioxide emitted by 5GS (e.g. kg of CO2) (see TS 22.261 [8]).

energy credit: define a quantity of energy credit associated with the subscriber that can be used for credit-based control by the 5GS (see TS 22.261 [8]).

Editor's note:
Whether energy credit can be associated with certain service is FFS.
energy state: state of a cell, a network element and/or a network function with respect to energy, e.g. (not) energy saving states, which are defined in TS 28.310 [7].
