Based on the requirements of TS 22.261 [w], the 5G system shall be able to support location services for the UEs accessing 5GS via a mobile base station relay. When a UE is served by a MWAB, the MWAB’s movement may affect not only positioning procedures but also regulatory services needing UE location. MWAB(s) not serving the UE may also be involved to determine the location of a UE. Therefore, this key issue needs to address:
-	How to support location services for the UEs served by a MWAB relay that moves (with or without changing NG-RAN node serving the MWAB-UE); or roams to VPLMN;
-	How to involve MWAB(s) not serving the UE in the location service procedures..
-	How to determine the location of the Cell ID of the MWAB
NOTE:	For this key issue, this study should as a baseline attempt to reuse the functionality supporting location service involving MBSR as specified in TS 23.273 [z].
