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	Reason for change:
	The network slice usage control in case of emergency call is not clear. 

The objective is to (be able to) exclude the emergency service from network slice usage control. 

Alt1 (UE impact)
UE shall not indicate the support of UE configuration of network-controlled Slice Usage Policy during emergency registration procedure. 
>> UE not indicating the support of the feature means that neither UE nor NW run the deregistration inactivity timer with the understanding that condition of NW running deregistration inactivity timer depends on the network slice usage control supported by the UE(reception of support indication from the UE). Also, AMF will not configure the Slice Usage Policy to the UE; hence objective achieved. 

Alt2 (NW impact)
AMF shall neither configure network-controlled Slice Usage Policy to the UE nor run the deregistration inactivity timer(not running the timer means not monitoring e.g., inactvity of the PDU session if for emergency service) for emergency registered network slice.
>> No slice usage policy configured to the UE and AMF not running the deregistration inactivity timer; hence objective achieved.

With above, it is proposed to discuss and agree the way forward either Alt1 or Alt2. 

	
	

	Summary of change:
	This propose Alt2 (NW impact) where the NW shall not monitor the usage of network slice if the network slice is associated with emergency service. 

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Unexpectedly a user is deregistered from emergency service. Unclear network slice usage control requirement in case of emergency call will lead to implementation fragmentation.

2)	Configuring PDU Sessions inactivity timers, and Network Slice deregistration inactivity timers (see clause 5.15.15.3).
NOTE:	Roaming is not supported in this Release of the specification.
Subject to operator policy or national/regional regulations, the AMF exempts Network Slice from Network Slice usage monitoring when the Network Slice is used for Emergency service. 
When the AMF receives a Registration Request for an Emergency Registration, if operator policy or national/regional regulations does not allow Network Slice usage control for the Network Slice is used for Emergency service, the AMF shall not perform Network Slice usage control described above.
