The following architecture assumptions are applied for DualSteer:
-	This study shall use architecture specified in TS 23.501 [a], TS 23.502 [b], and TS 23.503 [c] as basis.
-	PLMN selection and cell selection/reselection is not impacted unless there is clearly requirement identified in SA1.
-	ATSSS as defined in clause 5.32 of TS 23.501 [a] can be used as basis for traffic steering and/or switching between two 3GPP accesses.
The following architecture assumptions are applied for ATSSS_Ph4:
-	This study shall use architecture specified in TS 23.501 [a], TS 23.502 [b], and TS 23.503 [c] as basis, except the TNGF/N3IWF architecture for WT#3.
-	The benefit and drawback of new solutions comparing with existing TNGF/N3IWF shall be analysed before any conclusion on WT#3.
