Definition and handling of groups of IMS subscribers is FFS.


In the TS 23.228, there are two types of information present in the context of definition for group.
1) Group for Public user identity: The Clause 4.3.3.2 defines how one alias can identify for a group of public user identities. For such a group of Public User Identities, operations that enable changes to the service profile and the service data configured shall apply to all the Public User Identities within the group. This grouping information shall be stored in the HSS.

2) Group for Public service identity: The Clause 4.36 defines how a service can identify for a group of subscribers. With the introduction of standardized presence, messaging, conferencing, and group service capabilities in IM CN subsystem, there is a need for Public Service Identities (PSIs). These identities are different from the Public User Identities in the respect that they identify services, which are hosted by Application Servers. In particular, Public Service Identities are used to identify groups, see clause 4.10. For example a chat-type service may use a Public Service Identity (e.g. sip:chatlist_X@example.com) to which the users establish a session to be able to send and receive messages from other session participants. As another example, local service may be identified by a globally routable Public Service Identity.
Proposal: For the KI#1, the relevant and applicable clause that is defined in the 1st bullet point above. Here if the primary or admin IMPU is subscribed for any IMS events then all the all other IMPUs present in the group are also get notified which is not needed or desired for the KI#1. Hence it is proposed that instead of using the wording group, list can be used (i.e. list of IMS subscribers)

Key Issue #1: Extensible IMS mechanism supporting IMS events in the context of DC communication

5.1.1
Description

This key issue investigates needed architectural and procedural enhancement to IMS to support an extensible mechanism that enables trusted and untrusted applications to subscribe to and receive reports about IMS events related to IMS services in the context of Data Channel communication.

The KI covers following aspects:

Identification and definition of events related to IMS Data Channel services that a Network Function/Application Function can subscribe to. The events can be related to a specific IMS subscriber or list of IMS subscribers.

Event subscription and notification mechanisms. When the IMS event associated with specific IMS subscriber(s), determine the NF(s) and nodes serving the specific IMS subscriber(s).
