For the purposes of the present document, the terms given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

5G-RG: A 5G-RG is an RG capable of connecting to 5GC playing the role of a UE with regard to the 5G core. It supports secure element and exchanges N1 signalling with 5GC. The 5G-RG can be either a 5G-BRG or a 5G-CRG.
Gateway UE: a UE, which acts as a gateway providing access to and from the 3GPP network for one or more non-3GPP devices that are connected to the gateway UE.
Subscription Binding: An association between a User Identifier and a Subscription. 
NOTE: 	A human User Identifier may be linked to zero or more 3GPP subscriptions. A 3GPP subscription can be linked to zero or more human User Identifiers. A human User Identifier must be linked to a 3GPP subscription before it can be used to access network services (i.e., before it can be activated). 
Activated User Identifier: A registered User Identifier that is being actively used by a 3GPP Subscription to access network services (like voice, SMS, and data, etc.). 
Human User Identifier: A piece of information used to identify one specific human user’s identity.
Device Identifier: A piece of information used to identify one specific non-3GPP device’s identity.
User Identity: information representing a user in a specific context. A user can have several user identities, e.g. a User Identity in the context of his profession, or a private User Identity for some aspects of private life.
NOTE: In the context of this study, the User is an entity, not part of the 3GPP System, which uses 3GPP System services. For example, a person using a 3GPP System UE as a mobile phone, or a non-3GPP device connected to the 3GPP system via a Gateway UE or 5G-RG.
User Identifier: a piece of information used to identify one specific User Identity in one or more systems. 
User Identity Profile: A collection of information associated with the User Identities of a user.
