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5.16.4.X Support for Emergency SMS over IMS
The conditions applicable to emergency services depicted in clause 5.16.4.1 apply as well to Emergency SMS over IMS service including the use of the existing Emergency Configuration Data. 
The Emergency SMS over IMS Support indication is configured in the AMF according to local regulations and network capabilities. The configuration in AMF implies : 
· NR supports Emergency SMS over IMS, and the Network is able to support Emergency SMS over IMS natively over 5GS , or;
-	E-UTRA connected to 5GC supports Emergency SMS over IMS, and the NG-RAN is able to trigger handover or redirection from NR to E-UTRA connected to 5GC.
To support UEs in limited service state,  the cell connected to 5GC  broadcast separate indicator for 5GC to indicate support of Emergency SMS over IMS by 5GC. The use of this is depicted in TS 23.167 [X] clause X.X.
To support UEs registered in the PLMN, if the PLMN supports Emergency SMS over IMS, an indication to that effect is also included in the registration procedure. The use of this is depicted in TS 23.167 [X] clause X.X.
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
