WT#2: How to enable interworking between CAG and CSG cells. 
NOTE 2: It is expected that EPC (e.g., MME), E-UTRAN and NG-RAN impacts are avoided.
NOTE 3: It is assumed that the existing CAG concept defined for PNI-NPN is re-used for Femto access control without impacts to PNI-NPN.
So this paper proposes a new KI on the interworking between 5G CAG and 4G CSG cells.

Description

There may a potential mixed 4G/5G femto deployment in the same area. When the UE moves into the 5G Femto cell coverage area, the CAG may be used for 5G access control. When the UE move out of 5G femto cell coverage and moves into 4G femto cell coverage area, the CSG may be used for 4G access control.
To support interworking when the UE moves between 5G CAG and 4G CSG cell, the following aspects are to be studied:
