Dependency on non-3GPP (draft) specification: 
3	Justification
UE policies encompass the management of ANDSP, URSP, V2XP, ProSeP (see 23.503 clause 4.2.2). In the context of this document, UE policies refer to URSP only.
Policy decisions based on spending limits is a function that allows PCF taking actions related to the status of policy counters that are maintained in the CHF. In R18 this is defined as Policy decisions based on spending limits (23.503 v18.3 clause 6.1.1.4)
These policy decisions can be AM policies or UE policies or Session related policies. 
However, UE Policy decisions based on spending limits are currently scoped to the non-roaming scenario.
It seems useful to enhance the scope of UE Policy decisions based on spending limits to cover the roaming scenario as well. This is applicable to both – LBO and HR roaming scenarios.
The following scenario has been identified:
Scenario 1 (‘SL based UE policies for HR roaming’): Subscriber has a plan that allows the UE to use a dedicated localspecial promo S-NSSAI/DNN until the monthly spending limit of $60 is reached. This is applicable also when the UE roams out to a partner PLMN that uses an HR roaming architecture for inbound roamers from the HPLMN. Monthly spending limit of $60 has reached. H-CHF notifies the H-PCF for a UE. H-PCF for a UE removes the URSP rule, which allows the UE to use a dedicated localthe special promo S-NSSAI/DNN both - when it roams in the partner PLMN and when it is back in the HPLMN.
Scenario 2 (‘SL based UE policies for LBO roaming’): An operator has an LBO roaming agreement with a partner PLMN for its outbound roaming subscribers. According to the agreement, the UE is allowed to use a dedicated local S-NSSAI/DNN in the partner PLMN until the monthly spending limit of $60 is reached. Once quota has reached, H-CHF notifies the H-PCF for a UE. H-PCF for a UE removes the VPLMN specific URSP rule, which allows the UE to use the dedicated local S-NSSAI/DNN when it roams in the partner PLMN.

The objective is to enable the dynamic change of UE policies based on spending Limits in the roaming scenario
The expected time for completing this work is 1 0.5 TUs. 0.25 time slots in one SA2 meeting to define the functional description and 0.25 time slots in next SA2 meeting to define the procedures and services.
