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1. Overall Description:
SA2 has discussed the inclusion of the replaced S-NSSAI and aAlternative sS-NSSAI in the Allowed NSSAI when:

1) The maximum number of S-NSSAIs in the aAllowed NSSAI would be overflown.
2) The replaced S-NSSAI is not supported in the cell from which the UE is performing registration, but the Alternative s-NSSAI is supported in the same cell.

The current text in the SA2 specification implies that the Alternative S-NSSAI is sent "additionally", i.e. both the Alternative S-NSSAI and the replaced S-NSSAI are included together. In addition, the AMF provides a mapping of the replaced S-NSSAI to the Alternative S-NSSAI and the SMF provides the replaced S-NSSAI is included in PDU sSession establishment/modification together with the aAlternative sS-NSSAI for a DDN in the replaced network slice S-NSSAI, after replacement has occurred.
 
Based on existing URSP logic, if the replaced S-NSSAI was not present in the Allowed NSSAI, related RSDs are not valid so no PDU session could be established for the replaced S-NSSAI. In addition, it is not possible to establish a PDU session indicating the replaced S-NSSAI as the S-NSSAI of the PDU session, together with the Alternative S-NSSAI, unless the replaced S-NSSAI is in the allowed NSSAI, per existing logic. On the other hand, since the NAS MM message provides mapping of the replaced S-NSSAI to the Alternative S-NSSAI and the Alternative S-NSSAI is in the Allowed NSSAI, a UE logic may declare the RSD of the URSP rule as valid (e.g. similar to the roaming case where the HPLMN S-NSSAI maps to the VPLMN S-NSSAI in the Allowed NSSAI). 

SA2 assumes is discussing the need to follow existing logic for the inclusion of the replaced S-NSSAI in the Allowed NSSAI and handling of the URSPs and PDU sessions SM signalling (withand the additional inclusion of the Alternative S-NSSAI with the network slice replacement happens, and the mapping of the replaced and alternative S-NSSAI) when the Network Slice Replacement happens. For this reason, assuming exiting logic is adopted, and considering the Alternative S-NSSAI is provided additionally to the replaced S-NSSAI, both the S-NSSAIs are kept or removed together based on the logic of inclusion of the replaced S-NSSAI in the Allowed NSSAI.
This implies possible limitations for the cases 1) and 2) and therefore SA2 asks CT1 whether it is feasible to remove the replaced S-NSSAI from the Allowed NSSAI (due to mentioned scenarios) while keeping the Alternative S-NSSAI in the Allowed NSSAI and maintaining the PDU Sessions associated with the Alternative S-NSSAI and replaced S-NSSAI.
