3	Justification
In Release 17, the ID_UAS work item added an API based Authentication/Authorization procedure (UUAA procedure of TS 23.256) for the authentication and authorization of establishment of PDU session. The procedure was added specifically for the authentication and authorization of UAS based on a service level identifier specific to UAS.
However, when the Service-level AA (SLAA) procedure was defined in SM NAS in TS 24.501 in addition to corresponding Nnef services in TS 29.256 and Naf service in TS 29.255, for future-proofness the stage-3 WGs specified the protocol for generic purpose not limited to ID_UAS features. This allows the use of the SLAA procedure in association to a Service Level Device Identity for the authentication/authorization of PDU session establishment, since CT1 has defined a generic Service-Level-AA Container (SLAC) to cope with any vertical services requiring authentication/authorization, and Nnef service and Naf service can carry a transparent payload for authentication/authorization not tied to any specific service. The only limitation to such use is in current stage 2 specifications, which limit the procedure to only the UAV case and defines them in TS 23.256.

-	Add descriptions and procedures related to a generic SLAA procedure based on the Release 17 service-level AA procedure defined in TS 23.256. 
-	Support the case where multiple services requiring SLAA procedure are available for the UE:
