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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to thank RAN2 regarding the LS on L2ID and User Info for L2 based U2U. 

SA2 discussed the following RAN2 working assumption and would like to provide the following answer.

	RAN2 made a working assumption that the RRCReconfigurationSidelink message carries both the L2 ID and the Local ID of the peer Remote UE and assumes that the association between the User Info ID and the L2 ID of the peer Remote UE is done at the Remote UE ProSe layer.



SA2 Answer: The above RAN2 working assumption is feasible from SA2 perspective. 
Regarding this assumption, when the Remote UE (5G ProSe End UE as SA2 term) receives the RRCReconfigurationSidelink message carrying the L2 ID/Local ID of the peer Remote UE from the Layer-2 UE-to-UE Relay, it is considered that the Remote UE can identify the unicast link that the RRC message is targeting. Therefore, each Remote UE can associate the L2 ID/Local ID carried in the RRCReconfigurationSidelink message with the User Info ID of the peer Remote UE related to the unicast link.
