Question :	
Whether separating all DL and UL PDU Set QoS parameters or some of them from 5GC is necessary?

Answer:          
As per the current 5G QoS model, a QoS Flow is associated with only one QoS profile. And as described in clause 5.7.7 of TS23.501, the QoS Profile may include the PDU Set QoS Parameters, i.e. PSDB, PSER, PSIHI,  the values of the PDU Set QoS parameters are the same in UL and DL. If different values of the PDU Set QoS parameters are used for UL and DL traffic of the sane QoS Flow, the current 5G QoS model will be violated.
If the service requirements for UL and DL PDU Set handling are different, the UL and DL traffic can be individually mapped into two different QoS flows, one is associated with UL PDU Set QoS parameters, the other is associated with DL PDU Set QoS parameters.
