SA2 has discussed this issue and agreed the attached CR S2-23xxxxx. By using different Source Layer-2 IDs, the 5G ProSe UE-to-UE relay can send the UE-to-UE Relay Discovery Response message to the corresponding discoverer 5G ProSe End UE.
