	Reason for change:
	When the network slice of the PDU session is replaced without re-establishment, the NSAC procedure should be performed accordingly to the S-NSSAIs subject to NSAC. 
 

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Enable the SMF to trigger the procedure to update the number of PDU Sessions during the network slice replacement.
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	Consequences if not approved:
	The number of PDU session on the Alternative S-NSSAI and/or the S-NSSAI is not updated
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4.2.11.4x	Number of PDU Sessions per network slice availability check and update procedure for Network Slice Replacement
If the S-NSSAI is replaced by an Alternative S-NSSAI (or if the replaced S-NSSAI is used again), and if the Alternative S-NSSAI and/or the replaced S-NSSAI is subject to NSAC, the enforcement of maximum number of PDU Session established for the Alternative S-NSSAI and/or the replaced S-NSSAI is performed as defined in clause 4.2.11.4 with the following differences:
1.	In step 1 of clause 4.2.11.4, the SMF performs the NSAC procedure when the SMF is requested to replace the Network Slice of the existing PDU Session and the PDU session is retained (i.e., at the beginning of a PDU Session Modification procedure (clause 4.3.3.2 and clause 4.3.3.3)).
2. In step 2 of clause 4.2.11.4, if the SMF is requested to replace the S-NSSAI with the Alternative S-NSSAI, the SMF includes the Alternative S-NSSAI and the update flag set to ‘increase’ in the message when the Alternative S-NSSAI is subject to NSAC, and the SMF includes the replaced S-NSSAI and the update flag set to ‘decrease’ in the message when the replaced S-NSSAI is subject to NSAC. 
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
