SA2 thanks RAN2 and CT1 for LS on XR awareness (R2-2311590/S2-2311981) and uplink PDU set (C1-237936/S2-2311953).
SA2 supports the following RAN2 agreements outlined in the LS:
· Uplink identification of PDU sets, data bursts and PDU set importance is left to UE implementation. 
· UEs implicitly assumes awareness for UL traffic in the UE AS layer (i.e., awareness of PDU sets, data burst and PSI) and therefore, no further support is needed (i.e., AS/NAS interaction or NAS signalling). However, the protocol description may be communicated to the UE by the application client and is left to Stage 3.
