It is proposed to agree the following changes to TR 23.700-75:
FIRST CHANGE All text is new

Key Issue #X: MPS priority for SMS and messaging over IMS
5.X.1
Description
A UE that has invoked MPS for messaging will receive priority treatment in the presence of overload or congestion in EPS or 5GS for mobile originated and mobile terminated SMS over IMS (per TS 23.204 []) and for messaging over IMS (using SIP MESSAGE).
This key issue will study which functional entities along the SMS and messaging over IMS (data and signaling) path have gaps in providing priority to MPS subscribed UEs, and how these functional entities:

-
determine that the UE has MPS for messaging has been invoked and authorized. 

-
apply priority for the message transport as well as internal processing.

-
determine when priority for SMS and messaging over IMS transport and internal processing is no longer needed.

It is also needed to study coordination between invocation/authorization related with MPS for SMS and messaging over IMS and existing (pre-R19) invocation/authorization related with IMS services (e.g. voice).
