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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks SA3 for the reply LS on the updated security aspects of DNS in Annex P of TS 33.501.
As described in your LS: “Two options are given for the UE configuration, either out-of-band pre-configurations (several options are given in the RFCs), or by the network.” the RFC allows several options, and no one is mandatory. If it instead is provided by the network, then it is not specified how it should be used in the UE.
From SA2 perspective, if the UE indicate support for Secure DNS (DNS over TLS) then we need interoperability in how the UE should use it. If we support different methods, then it could for example be that the UE needs to indicate which methods the UE supports. Or we only specify one way how it should be used to support DoT. 
In SA2’s view, normative specification on how to provision and support DoT should preferable be specified in the SA3 specification rather than in SA2 specification.
SA2 has discussed the possibility that the EASDF configure the SMF with the security information, but SA3 has specified in 33.501 clause T.3 and T.4 that the SMF only get that information as pre-configured. SA2 ask SA3 if they have any concerns if security information is provided by EASDF and if that could be reflected in 33.501.
