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1	Overall description
SA2 would like to thank RAN for their LS on Robust Notification Alert for NTN-NR.
SA2 has discussed the intention raised in the LS and the potential way-forward:
[bookmark: _Hlk157955540]The intent is to maximise the probability for a UE to be informed of a mobile terminated call when in very poor SNR conditions which prevent to receive a normal paging message. 

[bookmark: _Hlk158045792]In TN-NR, the UE (e.g., in the garage, basement, elevator) may also be in very poor SNR conditions which prevent to receive a normal paging message. SA2 identifies that the intention should be not only in NTN-NR, but also in TN-NR, i.e., how to improve the probability of informing the MT call to the UE in very poor SNR conditions should be applied in both NTN-NR and TN-NR.

Since this intention is common for NTN-NR and TN-NR, and has improvements to the current and future commercial real deployments, SA2 agrees the attached SID in Rel-19 to address this urgent and long-term intention.
