1. Introduction 
The NSAC feature today can be used to restrict the number of UEs or PDU sessions which are admitted to the system based on a contracted # of UEs or number of PDU sessions that are allowed to be simultaneously respectively registered and established in the network slice. the NSACF is the NF that decides whether a certain UE or PDU session is admitted in the network slice.
Assuming that the energy consumption in a network slice can be linked to the admission of UEs and sessions, this solution proposes that a PLMN can configure NSAC based on energy criterion certain network slices for which the network slice customer has agreed to admit UEs or sessions only up to a certain energy threshold.

This solution assumes a network slice customer agrees to authorize up to a certain level of energy to be consumed by its UEs in its network slice. After that it accepts that new UEs or PDU sessions may not be admitted to the 5GS. The NSACF receives the current (or estimated) consumed energy in the network slice from NWDAF analytics or from OAM.
The customer may also subscribe to exposure of the analytic of energy consumed in the network slice (based on solutions to KI#1) to top up credit to avoid its UEs/sessions not being served.

1.	NSACF subscribes to network slice energy consumption analytics from with the NWDAF of a S-NSSAI
2.	NWDAF provides analytics to the NSACF for the S-NSSAI of step 1
3.	UE attempts to register with the S-NSSAI from step 1, or to establish a PDU session for the Same S-NSSAI
4.	The AMF or, as applicable, the SMF detects the S-NSSAI is subject to NSAC
5.	The NSAC step is executed by updating the NSACF to increase the number of UEs or sessions as applicable.
6.	The results of the step 5 are received at the AMF or SMF as applicable and the S-NSSAI is included (or not) in the allowed NSSAI and, as applicable, the PDU session is established (or not) depending on outcome of step 5.
