3	Justification
When the NSSF is used in the network, the NSSF may provide the network slice mapping information between VPLMN and HPLMN to the AMF. The AMF may use this mapping information in the following scenarios:
1. During UE registration procedure, the AMF may use this slice mapping information to determine the serving PLMN value of the S-NSSAI if the UE only provide the HPLMN S-NSSAI in the Requested NSSAI.
2. During inter PLMN handover case, the target AMF may use this slice mapping information to determine the Allowed NSSAI and Partially Allowed NSSAI based on the HPLMN S-NSSAIs received from the source AMF
Therefore the slice mapping information in the AMF should be updated if there is any change of the slice mapping information(e.g. when VPLMN S-NSSAI is not available). Currently this network slice mapping information is only provided when the AMF queries the NSSF via Nnssf_NSSelection_Get service operation. This TEI WID proposes a mechanism to support NSSF notification to notify the latest slice mapping information to the AMF.
