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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to thank CT1 regarding the LS on UE temporary slice expiry. 

SA2 discussed the observation found by CT1 about the race ing condition of adding S-NSSAIs to Allowed NSSAI by either AMF through UCU or UE through MRU before the expiry of validity time for the temporary slice. Hence SA2 updated the specification by removing the option of adding S-NSSAIs by AMF and aligned to the CT1 specification by keeping option of adding S-NSSAIs by UE.any mention of actions taken at AMF.

But after the expiry of validity time for the temporary slice, if the Allowed NSSAI is still empty which means UE had not triggered MRU to add the S-NSSAI to Allowed NSSAI, the UE will be deregistered which SA2 had agreed to execute through implicit deregistration procedure for a supporting UE (the text in SA2 applies only to supporting UEs). So SA2 suggest CT1 to align with stage 2 specification regarding the deregistration procedure. SA2 CR is attached.
