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TSG GERAN would like to inform TSG SA2 that a problem has been identified with the handling of segmentation for LCS (RRLP) signaling between the SMLC and the MS in GSM Release ’98 and ’99.

The issue (described in more detail in enclosed GP-000770) is that very long RRLP messages are possible and that those very long messages cause delays to other important signaling. One example of such signaling is call set up signaling in the Call Control protocol sub-layer. The delay could potentially be as much as 30 seconds, which TSG GERAN considers unacceptable.

TSG GERAN proposes as a solution (see GP-010330) to this problem that the very long RRLP messages should be by broken up in multiple smaller RRLP messages by the SMLC.

TSG GERAN kindly asks 3GPP TSG SA WG2 to endorse the attached change requests (GP-010324 and GP-010327) for GSM 03.71.
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
