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SA1 would like to thank CN4 for their LS on the subject of  the maximum number of LCS clients.

Firstly, SA1 would like to confirm that we are in fact discussing the LCS stage 1 specification 22.071 (version 4.2.0 r4) section 6.4.2 on “Privacy Exception List”.  The opening paragraph of which states :

To support privacy, the LCS Server shall enable each Target MS Subscriber to subscribe to a “privacy exception list” containing the LCS Client identifiers, classes of LCS Clients, the target subscriber notification setting (with/without notification) and the default treatment, which is applicable in the absence of a response from the Target MS for each LCS Client identifiers.  If the target subscriber notification is set as “notification with verification”, each positioning request from the LCS Client shall be notified to the target MS before positioning.  The treatment for location request from the LCS Client, which is not registered in the privacy exception list, shall also be specified in the privacy exception list.  An empty privacy exception list shall signify an intent to withhold location from all LCS Clients.
SA1 have discussed this issue and would like to inform CN4 of it conclusions :

1. SA1 would not like to translate a technology limitation into a service requirement.

2. SA1 accept that it is useful to specify a minimum value to the number of LCS clients and derive the lower bound as follows :

· There are 16 service sub-categories in Annex B  of TS 22.071.

· If we assume that a user may which to access at least one application in each service sub-category this gives a minimum bound of 16 LCS clients.  

· Some categories would clearly require more than one LCS client e.g. Location Dependent Content Broadcast and so we suggest a minimum value of 20 LCS clients.

3. SA1 do not wish to set any maximum value on the number of LCS clients.

4. SA1 believe that if the commercial imperatives exist the technical limitations can be overcome.

SA1 ask that CN4 continue to work on the underlying technology and we look forward to hearing of future solutions that may overcome the current technical limitations.
