Next SA2 VHE/OSA drafting sessions are proposed to take place on April 5-6, and during the next SA2 (May 14-18).

5. Discussion

Agenda item 4:  Liaisons from other groups

Documents S2v010104 (LS from T2) and S2v010108 (white paper from Aether Systems), presented by an Aether Systems delegate

They aim of this presentation was to raise the awareness in 3GPP that the WCTP protocol exists and is used, and that there may be some synergy with OSA. The protocol was discussed and some of these synergies identified. 

Aether Systems proposes organizing a workshop to continue the discussions on WCTP and OSA.

The LS was noted.

Document S2v010109, presented by the ad hoc chair

This drafting group had already answered an LS from T2 MExE encouraging them to deal directly with SA1; the proposal is that SA1 addresses these issues first because they are requirements. It was also pointed out that this LS is dated in September 2000 and may not reflect the current status of T2 MExE work. Therefore it was agreed that there is no need to respond

The LS was noted.

Document S2v010110, presented by the ad hoc chair

This document contains an official statement that there are no new VHE requirements for Rel4. This had already been notified informally and was already a working assumption in SA2 VHE/OSA, therefore there was no need for further discussion.

The LS was noted.

Document S2v010111, presented by ad hoc chair

This was a LS from SA1 providing some additional feedback to a T2 MMS request for OSA information. It was noted.

Document S2v010112, presented by ad hoc chair

This LS from CN5 raised the issue of the Rel4 new requirement to include specifications such that an application is able to ask and receive a notification of the situation when the specified subscriber changes her terminal i.e. when the terminal capabilities change. CN5 received this requirement directly from SA1 (as it is done for those that are believed to have no architectural implications), and has studied it and has reached the conclusion that it needs further elaboration by SA2, because of its architectural implications, and there are open issues regarding the network support for this feature.

The drafting session agreed to return this LS to SA2 because of the belief that it is necessary to clarify the network support before studying it in the VHE or OSA context. This requirement could not be fulfilled by the network in Rel99, and it was the feeling of the meeting that the situation has not changed for Rel4; however confirmation by the SA2 plenary is required. Besides, from our point of view, this is not a VHE requirement only (though there is such a VHE requirement for Rel5), but has wider network implications. 

Agenda item 5: Joint session with SA1 VHE

Document S2v010102, presented by SA1 VHE chair

The discussion of this answer to an LS requesting clarifications ensured that the two groups now share a common view of these requirements. 

Document S2v010103, presented by SA1 VHE chair

This contribution is the last version of VHE stage 1. It was discussed and some comments were agreed as feedback to SA1 VHE, which are found in the report of this joint meeting, S2v010113.

Document S2v010106, presented by BT

This contribution raised some questions on VHE services and local services. It was discussed and some tentative answers were provided by the drafting session, like the possibility to use Push services mechanisms for the advertisement of local services. These answers can be found in the report of this joint meeting, S2v010113.

Document S2v010101, presented by Motorola

TR 23.955 was presented by its editor from Motorola in order to discuss comments raised by SA1 VHE in their last meeting.

It was agreed that the scope of SA2 VHE/OSA is broader than that of SA1 VHE, and therefore it is possible that the terminology is not the same; but it should be compatible. One incompatibility was found in the use of the term VASP, and it will be corrected.

The section of service lifecycle in TR 23.955 was agreed to be stage 1 material, and will be presented by its original contributor (Motorola) to next SA1 VHE ad hoc (Tempe, 5-6 March).

Agenda item 6: Discussion of the contents of TS 23.127 for Rel4
