VHE services (BT contribution)

General meeting opinion that this is rather input to stage 1. Anyway some comments/suggestions were made:

· local services could be advertised to the user via push services

· it could also be done in the VHE because of agreements that the HE has – there is not necessarily a difference between VHE and LES

· on the other hand there are cases where they are different, and should be addressed in order to make them possible.

Comments from SA2 VHE/OSA:

1 Relationship between HE-VASP and user: after discussion it has been understood that this is not the usual service provision way, but rather a particular case where the HE allows the HE-VASP to deal directly with the user. This should be clearly explained in the text.

2 Are there standardised interactions (hence an interface) between the HE and the HE-VASP for security reasons since user profile data may be interchanged between them?

3 The use of local services in section 6.5.3, as always non-HE services, is not coherent with the general definition in section 3.1 that says they are services provided by current serving network, which could comprise HE services. 

4 Section 7.1 says that the user profile data may be stored in the CSCF or HSS; it is suggested that they are replaced by “network entities” in general, in order to avoid architectural assumptions.

5 It is our understanding that only the format, and not the contents, needs to be standardised of the User Profile; can this be confirmed?

6 Figure 1: suggestion to remove the dotted lines that indicate non-standardised relationships, because their presence is already an indication of a possibility that, not being part of the standard, should be preferred to others

7 Figure 2 is not self-explanatory as a figure, for example:

· differences between the left and right hand sides are not clear

· the same things repeated in left and right hand side seem to be different things and not the same (like user profile)

· suggested to use the term “local services”

Discussion of TR 23.995

The meeting agrees that the scope of SA2 is broader than that of SA1 (just service provisioning) so the terminology may not be the same, but still it should be consistent. An inconsistency is found in the use of VASP in 23.995, and it will be corrected.

The service lifecycle section of 23.995 has been identified as a stage 1 issue and will be a contribution to next SA1 VHE meeting (Tempe, March 5-6). The source of the contribution will be the original contributing company (Motorola).
