· Is responsible for bearer control (with GGSN and IM-MGW) in case of multi party/multi media conference

· May communicate with CSCF for service validation for multiparty/multimedia sessions.

· Supports audio codecs G.711, G.723, G.729 and AMR
· Supports Video codecs H.262, H.261, MPEG-4 
· Supports data conferencing, including T.120
· Supports SDP, SAP, H.248 and media and floor control/management
· Supports encrypted media streams upon request and within provisioned policies
· Supports detection of inactive sessions and initiation of teardown sessions per provisioned policies
· Provides media related services such as the generation of announcements
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
