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1 Introduction

The current role of the MRF from TS 23.002 is not clearly understood.  Further work is required to elaborate on its functionality in order to gain a common understanding of its role and functionality. 

2 Discussion

During the drafting meeting on service architecture (Sophia Antapolis, France) comments were made that the MRF needs better clarification in the 3G network as many uncertainties exist around the controlling and functioning of  it. This document proposes a new basic view of the MRF.  The MRF can be seen as a media server  and with the following functionality:

-  Mixing media streams

-  Dial in conferencing (including providing conference identifiers)

- Dial out conferences

- Floor control for conferences

- Media sources for e.g. announcements, 

- Manipulation of media streams

3 Proposal

This contribution proposes that section 4.a.7.5 of 23.002 is updated as follows.

4.a.7.5
Multimedia Resource Function (MRF)

The MRF:

· Performs multiparty call and multi media conferencing functions. 
· Is responsible for bearer control (with GGSN and IM-MGW) in case of multi party/multi media conference or when performing media manipulation or is a media source.
· May communicate with CSCF for service validation for multiparty/multimedia sessions.

· Provides “dial in” conferencing, and “dial out” conferencing.

· Provides a conference identifier

· Provides floor control for conferencing.

· Provides stream processing functions 

· Provides stream source functions 
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
