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This document contains some notes of the TSG-SA#11 meeting by the SA2 Chairman. 

1. 3GPP Rel-4 content is fairly stable although some work items were allowed to continue till June.
2. Every LS has to have a contact name and a reference to the corresponding Work Item.

3. A work item description sheet was created to cover the UICC-less emergency calls in 3GPP Rel-5. 
4. SA2 specifications for approval at SA#12 in June are: 23.207 and 23.974.
5. Global Text Telephony: TSG-SA Workshop is to be arranged to discuss the different solutions for GTT and to give advice to SA2 for its decision making in the SA2#18 in Puerto Rico.
6. Co-operation on QoS issues need to be discussed / arranged between SA2 and ETSI TIPHON. 
7. CR to 23.221 to change it to a Rel5 document was approved. Editors notes should have been deleted and a CR should be proposed as soon as possible (at the next TSG-SA meeting).

8. TS 23.228 was approved. Editors notes should be removed as soon as possible. Comment: Chapter 5.1: Sample flows need to moved into Annex if they are informative.

9. All SA2 CRs were approved, but there were comments on the CR cover pages. The TSG-SA asks SA2 to pay more attention to these issues, as some of the CRs clearly had a wrong category on the cover page (e.g., misuse of the category D 'Editorial') or a confusing reason for / explanation of the change.

10. A joint meeting between SA2 and SA3 on IMS issues was requested and the chairmen of the two SA Working Groups were asked to arrange this.
11. SA2 has sent an LS to TSG RAN regarding the QoS negotiation/re-negotiation feature and adviced RAN not to include a corresponding solution into Rel-4. TSG RAN, however, has approved a CR introducing the solution and also completing the work item in the Rel-4. The SA#11 working assumption was that RAN can include their work into Rel-4, but the SA2 QoS experts need to check this and see whether all the other pieces required for this feature are in place in the system.

12. Regarding the 3GPP Work Plan: The proposals by MCC Team were agreed. The big lines for the re-structurisation of the QoS work were agreed upon, but the concrete WI Description sheets (for QoS Rel4 and QoS Rel5) shall be provided at the next TSG-SA plenary. The IETF dependencies will need to be added to the 3GPP Work Plan.

13. 3GPP co-operation with IETF on IPv6. A 3GPP / IETF-IPv6 workshop will be arranged as part of the IPNGwg Interim meeting 30 May – 1 June, 2001. SA2 was tasked to coordinate the 3GPP presentations to the workshop and was also agreed as to be the right group to take care of the 3GPP IPv6 related technical discussions. 

14. Work Item on Pre-pay/real-time charging in IM subsystem: SA1 needs to first develop requirements and thus the work item proposal was asked to be first forwarded to SA1 (with less technical details). SA2 will then create the high-level stage 2 for the work item and SA5 more detailed stage 2 & stage 3 specifications.
15. Responsibility for TS 23.127 will remain in SA2 but stage 3 related material should be moved to CN5.
