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TSG SA WG2 thanks TSG RAN WG3 for their liaison (TSG R3-011278) on action at not supported Relocation Requirement. It is the understanding of TSG SA WG2 that there is two issues raised.

The first one is for TSG RAN WG3 to decide on how to translate the element “ Real time” when the SRNS relocation takes place between an R4 equipment and R99 target RNC.

The second aspect is on what to do when the required RAB cannot be supported by the target RNC. It is the understanding of TSG SA WG2 that in such a case it is preferable to describe in the specs that the SRNS shall take place. This behaviour does not prevent the Target RNC to Release the RAB as soon as established and inform then the Core network. But this is not a normal behaviour.

This might create some difficulties, in the future, as this is typical a case where re-negotiation shall take place as soon as defined in the specification from TSG RAN WG3.

Furthermore when the Relocation Cancellation is activated by the core network, it is foreseen that race condition are created. It is the view of TSG SA WG2 that this should be removed by leaving the SRNC as the only decision point for SRNS Relocation Cancellation.
