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SA1 would like to thank CN4 for their Liaison Statement on the subject of the maximum number of LCS clients in the "privacy client list".  

In response to the actions from CN4 contained in N4-010302 (S1-010293) S1 has agreed:

ACTION: 
TSG CN WG4 asks TSG SA WG1 to confirm their acknowledgement of TSG_CN WG4's statement regarding 3GPP's self‑imposed technology limit.


S1 Response: 
S1 acknowledge that 3GPP has effectively set a maximum limit through its choice of technology. The service requirement remains that a minimum of 20 clients should be supported.

ACTION: 
TSG CN WG4 asks TSG SA WG1 to produce the "privacy client list reduction" algorithm so that TSG SA WG2 can include this algorithm in TS 23.271.


S1 Response:
S1 propose that such an algorithm is not standardised, but would rather that the approach proposed in the earlier LS from CN4 (N4-010204 / S1-010035) “CN4 recommendation is that the maximum LCS clients is 40 and the segmentation problems are solved by using White Book SCCP.” is adopted.

In response to N4-010483 (S1-010294) S1 acknowledge the CN4 recommendation that in Rel-4 there will be a maximum limit of 40 clients. S1 believe it unlikely that this limit will be exceeded.
