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When a Release is frozen, all the specs which have not been modified by any CR on the corresponding Release are automatically updated from the previous Release to the new Release, with same technical content.

For instance, a Rel99 TS (in version 3.x.y) not modified by any Rel4 CR automatically generates a version 4.0.0 of the TS at the time by which Rel4 is frozen.

The advantage is that a 3GPP group has not to make any explicit statement to re-conduced all the TSs it controls. The drawback is that some out-of-date TS are automatically re-conduced if no explicit statement is made to stop them.

It is then proposed to explicitly stop (i.e. not to create any version 4.0.0 or latter) the following specs as they are no longer active nor relevant:

TR 50.056, Rel-4 of 10.56 "Project scheduling and open issues: GSM Cordless Telephony System CTS, Phase": no work conducted for several years. No planning needed for 14.4 kbit/s development anymore.

TR 10.14 "System Overview for 14.4 kbit/s Work Item": same as above.

TR 10.78 "Project scheduling and open issues: CAMEL": same as above.

TR 10.68 "Introduction to the services: enhanced Multi-Level Precedence and Pre-emption (eMLPP), Voice Group Call Service (VGCS), Voice Broadcast Service (VBS)": same as above.

TR 23.922 (Architecture for an All IP network): "study TR" which is superseded by TS 23.228.

TR 23.923 (Combined GSM and Mobile IP mobility): the conclusions of this TR are completely out-of-date (also superseded by TS 23.228).
