· Approximately 40 delegates attend this meeting.  (BT 2, NTT 5, Nokia, KPN, Hutchingson3G, One2One 2, Vodafone, Openwave, NTT Commware, Orange 2, Comverse 2, Motorola Celltick, Lucent, Research In Motion 3, NEC)  
· This meeting is more a pre for S1#13 plenary meeting.  Because, it can’t make decision for S2 and T2.  Most of the time is focusing on the Push Service requirements.  The final result of this meeting is a LS to S1 containing additional Push Requirements.
· S1 could not reach consensus on agreeing the standardization of stage 1 Push Service. S1 Chair commented the timing is very tight to produce comprehensive S1 stage 1 for R5 timeframe.
· Additional requirements contributions from operators were presented.  Several companies support stage 1 requirements be defined in S1.  Many of these requirements will use as inputs to the next S1 plenary meeting.
· The output of this meeting is LS statement to S1 on the additional Push Service requirements.

Discussions based on the agenda 

3.  High level view of work in SA1 (12,13)

Kevin (S1 chair) briefly presented contributions 12 and 13.  S1 couldn’t reach consensus on whether S1 should standardized Stage 1 requirements.  Also, to meet the R5 December 2001 workplan, it will be hard for S1 to produce a comprehensive Stage 1 Push spec.  The objective of this meeting is for S1 to find out what S1 need to do at its next week plenary meeting.  
4. High level view of work in SA2 (3, 5, 6)

PU-010003

This is a multi-companies endorsed contribution.  It summarized the S2 push service status and progress.  Motorola, Bonnie Chen, presented this paper.  NTT delegates objected several time over the presentation of this paper.  

PU-010005

This is a reply LS from S2 to S2 on the S2 Push.  The information in this LS was also captured in contribution PU-010003.

PU-010006

This is the latest version of the TR23.984v0.1.0.  The rapporteur intended it for information, but at the requested of the chair, he briefly gave a presentation of it. Chair asked where is the Push Proxy?  It doesn’t show in the TR section 6.0.   Chair asked what is the status of this paper and how stable is this paper?  The rapporteur answer, the plan is finished the conclusion and it is relatively stable.  The S2 plan to finalize the conclusion section and approved it at the next meeting.

5.  High level view of MMS (11)
PU-0100011

This presentation is an overview of MMS.  Kevin Holley provided and presented it.  He commented there maybe some overlapping, but the discussion occurred today, indicated there is no overlapping between MMS and Push Service. Key point of this presentation is that MMS uses WAP Push.

6.1 Scope of Requirements for R5 (7, 14, 15, 8)

PU-010007, BT, Support of push services in IMS.

This contribution proposed Push services based on IM architecture and procedures should be considered in Release 5 for all 3GPP IM CN SS compliant UE and the interoperability with IMS should be considered also.  The chair commented this meeting can’t make a decision on architecture direction.  This is an ad hoc meeting, it doesn’t have authority on decision make.  Primary objective of this meeting is to get guidance and the direction for S1 next week plenary meeting on Push Service.  

PU-010014, NTT DoCoMo, GPRS based Push Service additional Service Requirements
This contribution proposed additional Push Service requirements. Chair asked what is the first bullet for the user?  It is not a S1 requirement; it should be handled by S2.  Second bullet is already covered in the S2-010624 (originally S1-010260).

PU-010015, Comverse, On the need of stage 1 document for push service
Comverse proposal is to take the existing SA1 requirements and make them a Stage 1 document, after a minor editorial work.  Comverse also offers to submit this stage 1 document to SA1 meeting next week in Lake Tahoe.  The reference to the existing S1 requirement is based of S1-010260.  
PU-010008, Hutchinson 3G, PUSH Service Requirement
New requirement is proposed.  The existence of Push data to be sent to/from the terminal shall not cause air interface and/or network resources to be allocated or reserved except for the bearer assigned to the particular data flow supporting this Push data.  This sounds like a PS GPRS issue, not a specific Push Service.  RIM felt this is definitely related to Push Service, because you have to address the efficient use of the bearer.  The chair commented this maybe a generic requirement.  RIM commented this should be a primary requirement from S1.  Lucent commented there is not agreed stage 1 requirement spec.

6.2 Scope of Requirements for beyond R5 (2, 4, 9, 10)
PU-010002, Orange, Requirements for Push

Orange supported NRCA.  Orange propose that a Stage 1 requirements document needs fully developing within S1 in order to consider requirements for 3G Push.  

PU-010004, KPN, Need for data bearer suitable for push services
Hutchinson and Telecom Italia also support this document.  The aim of this contribution is to clearly indicate the need for a bearer used for push services of the 'machine terminal' type.  Orange supported the principle and the pull and push mechanism proposed in this paper.  One2one supported the principle also.

PU-010009, KPN, Assessment of push bearers

The aim of this contribution is to provide input from an operator perspective on the need for a Network Requested PDP Context Activation as a long term and future proof solution to provide data bearers to mobile terminals.  Hutchinson agreed with the conclusion of this paper.  The chair commented the proposal for S1 seems reasonable, but S2 will have to discuss the S2 conclusion.

PU-010010, Vodafone, Additional Requirements for Push Service
This paper raised issues need to be addressed by the 3GPP WGs, in order to progress the Push Service standardization.  In this paper, Vodafone proposed the UE capability is required.  The chair commented some of the proposal in architecture section is also applicable to S1 work.  RIM supported this paper.  

PU-010016, RIM, A Definition for Network User Requirements for Push

Many of the requirements list in this paper overlapped with general Data Service or Wireless Data Service, which include the Push Service.  There is a recommendation for the contributing company to read the 22.060v4.2.0 spec, because from the contribution, it is obvious the contributing company is not familiar of GPRS, nor 3GPP working procedures.  The group conducted on-line discussion to provide comments to the contributing company on how to revise this document for the next week S1 meeting.  .

PU-010017, S1

The plan is to conduct on-line editing of on the additional requirement for the next week S1 meeting.  The result is in PU-010018.  This version of the document contains additional requirements for the Push Service.  Motorola commented what is the timeframe of the new additional requirements.  Because, S2 is almost completed with its TR23.984.
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
