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1. Overall Description:

TSG CN WG1 has identified a possible enhancement to release 5 that will prevent unnecessary and not required RAN resources being allocated when a UE has more than one PDP context active.

A discussion paper N1-011097 was presented at CN1#19, and is attached for your information. The paper highlights an issue where the current specifications state that RAB’s will be assigned for all PDP contexts that are not inactive whenever radio resources are required for any one of them. This will result in RAN resources being assigned that are not required when multiple PDP contexts are not inactive.

CN1 request SA2 to investigate the requirements for this feature, specifically the current text in TS23.060, section 6.12.1, i.e.  "If Service Type indicates Data, a signalling connection is established between the MS and the SGSN, and resources for active PDP context(s) are allocated, i.e. RAB establishment for the activated PDP context(s)."  Does this require that RAB establishment should be only for those contexts for which there is new data ?

CN1 request RAN2 and RAN3 to investigate the solution discussed in the attached paper and respond with their opinion on the preferred implementation. It should be noted that the general discussion in CN1 was that the proposed changes to paging would not be required. However, this was not a final conclusion, and CN1 would appreciate RAN2, RAN3 view on this and the potential impact on radio signalling.
