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1. Introduction

The PCO was introduced in S2-012168 being to configure the terminal using the “Activate/Create PDP Context” messages. PCO is not carried in the “Create Secondary PDP Context” or the “Modify PDP Context” messages in R99.  The change that was being proposed would have the PCO included in these messages.  

2. Discussion

Concerns were raised by Lucent in S2-012838. The SGSN is not programmed to handle the PCO IE in ‘Activate Secondary’ and ‘Modify’ L3SM messages. As such, R99 and R4 SGSN will not be able to pass the PCO IE between SM and GTP for these messages. I understand this is correct. In addition, a R99 SGSN that receives a 'Modify PDP Req' message from a mobile, even if it does not discard the PCO IE, it won't be able to transfer the PCO to the GGSN because in R99 the 'Update PDP Context Req' message cannot carry a PCO IE.

Basing on the principle that Rel5 GPRS network is not the only network, which provides access to IMS services, SA2 could agree that PCO is implemented in R4 and R99.

3. Conclusion.

It is proposed to agree on the following:

To implement mirror CRs to R99 and Rel4, i.e. to modify R99 & Rel4 in order to include the PCO IE in the 'Activate Secondary PDP Ctx' and 'Modify PDP Ctx' messages. It would solve the problem.
