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1. Introduction

In the 3GPP SA WG1 Presence ad-hoc meeting (held 16th-17th October) it was discussed that defining presence attributes or their value ranges may not be in the scope of SA WG1. SA WG1 will define textual requirements for the Presence service but leaves the more detailed definition of attributes and their values to other groups. This contribution proposes to clarify the responsibility split between SA WG1 and SA WG2 with respect to working on the Presence service attributes, thus catering for smooth progress in this area.

2. Presence Service

The Presence service is largely defined by the attributes it uses. The attributes reflect the presence information of the user and user's devices. Therefore, it is proposed that the definition of the attributes would remain SA WG1's responsibility.

SA WG1 has also discussed whether the attributes should be mandatory or optional and which entities could change their values. As the mandatory/optional criteria is highly dependent on the possible attribute value range (as shown in the Example below), it is proposed that SA WG1 would also define the values or value ranges for the attributes.

Example: What would be the fundamental difference between following: MANDATORY Network Status attribute with a value 'status not known', or OPTIONAL Network Status attribute. 

If the latter one is applied, the implementation can make a decision that if the Network Status is not available it is set to value 'status not known'.

3. Proposal

It is proposed that SA WG2 would clarify their view on the worksplit concerning attributes and their values/value ranges, and send an LS to SA WG1 communicating these views.
