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AT&T Wireless Services and Rogers Wireless have the privilege of being your co-hosts for SA #22 to be held on the week of 14 January 2002.  The S2 #22 meeting will also be co-located with a group of S1 adhocs and with a CN1 SIP adhoc.  

The purpose of this contribution is to share some preliminary information with the S2 delegates and to collect some information that is required for the final preparation of the meeting invitation.  It is anticipated that the meeting invitation will be issued in the latter half of November.

These co-located meetings will be held near Phoenix, Arizona USA.  It should be noted that the meeting location was selected and acquired prior to the tragic events of September 11th. 

Prior to the issuance of the meeting invitation, the co-hosts request the following information:

1. Which S2 adhoc or drafting sessions will be held during this week?  What is the duration for each of these adhoc sessions?

2. Are any joint sessions between S1, S2, and CN1 anticipated?  If yes, what are these joint sessions and on which days would they occur?

3. A “pool” of LCD projectors will be provided for all of these co-located meetings and will be allocated on a “first-come first-served” basis.  Are there any S2 adhoc or drafting sessions, which already know that a LCD projector is required?

4. It is the intent of the co-hosts to provide a local network for as many of the meeting rooms as possible. Is a wireless only local network acceptable?

5. It has been rumored that the MCC will start providing the server for 3GPP meetings.  Is this rumor true or do the co-hosts need to provide the meeting server?  

Based upon the responses to the above questions, the co-hosts in conjunction with the S1, S2, and CN1 leadership will develop the schedule and meeting room allocations for the co-located meetings of 14 January 2002.  The meeting invitation will be issued upon the completion of this activity.
