	This is a response to S2-012338, issued during SA2#19, which asked the GUP joint ad-hoc about their potential impact on TS 22.121 (VHE stage 1)
	Noted.

The LS confirms that TS 22.121 will be impacted by the GUP joint ad-hoc work. More especially, requirements concerning the user profile will be moved to a new stage 1 specification.

The LS also mentions that an early draft for a stage 2 specification eventually owned by SA2 is available in UP-010065


Update on GUP ad-hoc

Harri Koskinen (Nokia) informed the meeting about latest developments in the GUP joint ad-hoc.

The joint ad-hoc met twice since SA2#19. Only one SA2 delegate participated to these meetings.

The stage 1 specification is not stable yet, and is very unlikely to be submitted for information to the SA plenary in December as originally planned. The overall planning is likely to shift from at least 3 months, which makes that stage 2 specifications (one owned by SA2, one owned by T2) may not be submitted to the SA plenary for information before June 2002 (March was originally planned).

The joint ad-hoc has issued two initial drafts for stage 2, including one eventually to be owned by SA2 (no number yet). It is still unclear when SA2 can start working on its stage 2 specifications.

	This contribution proposed to extend relevant OSA Network Service Capability Features with methods permitting to take advantage of the fact that, in some configurations (e.g. case of an HE-VASP), the Home Environment owns and manages subscription information to the services implemented by OSA applications
	It was clarified that the contribution did not intend to remove or restrict usage of existing methods, but to add new ones to existing and future SCFs in order to provide more flexibility.

The fact that the Home Environment owns subscription information may also have other impacts on OSA, e.g.: need to check subscription information for the OSA SCS, possibility for an application to verify if a user is subscribed to it.

The principle was agreed.

4 Analysis of OSA stage 1 requirements

The drafting meeting went through TS 22.127 V5.1.1 (S2v010152). It also received updates about approved CRs to be integrated in V5.2.0 from delegates also participating to stage 1 work.

Results of the discussions are documented in S2-013040, which is an outgoing LS to CN5 in response to the incoming LS S2-012894.

Additionally, the meeting felt that OSA stage 1 requirements related to the retrieval by an OSA application of network capabilities needed to be clarified by SA1 before being addressed by SA2. The meeting more especially wondered what the “serving network” is supposed to be in an IMS context, and why an OSA application would need to know the capabilities of the user visited(?) network while it actually has access via OSA to the capabilities of the home network. The meeting drafted a related LS to SA1 (S2-013039).
