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1 Introduction

TS 22.127 lists requirements for OSA support of an Information Transfer function in subclause 13.2.3.

These requirements date from 3GPP R99 and are formulated for support in the CS domain. However, it is also possible to support there requirements in the IMS.

The following section proposes some text to be included in the appropriate subsclause of TS 23.127 for the support of Information Transfer in the IMS

2 Mapping of Information Transfer requirements on IMS architecture

The IMS can support the Information Transfer function via mechanisms embedded in SIP (e.g. MESSAGE method).

Such mechanisms may be used in the context of an ongoing session. In this case, information can be passed from the OSA SCS to the S-CSCF (resp. MRF) serving the ongoing session via ISC (resp. the Sr reference point) or a proprietary protocol. Then the S-CSCF (resp. MRF) routes the information to the relevant session party. 

They can also be used outside of an ongoing session. In this case, information can be passed from the OSA SCS to an S-CSCF serving either the OSA SCS or the user to which the information is to be transferred, via ISC, SIP, or a proprietary protocol. Then the S-CSCF routes the information to the relevant user.
