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1 Introduction

In the SA2 IMS Presence meetings so far there have been several architecture proposals presented for the Presence service.  

The purpose of this contribution is to describe and agree on the need of introducing a new interface that allows a Presentity to register to the Presence Server or cancel its registration from the Presence Server.

2 Presence Service Architecture reference model

In order for a watcher application to be able to reach and subscribe to the presence information of the Presentity, the Presentity must register itself to the Home Presence Server. 

It’s therefore important to have an open architecture  which allows operators to support interoperable registration to the Presence Service by all Presentities.
The need for this interface is also described in the current stage 1 TS 22.141v5.0.0, which requests for the registration and cancellation of registration of a Presentity from the Presence Server (there is an incoming LS from SA1 to the SA2 Cancun meeting identifying this requirement).

The submissions for the definition of the Presence Service reference model from the previous S2 meetings have identified the Pe-interface between the Presence User Agent and the Presence Server.
This interface allows a Presence User Agent to manage its presence information in the Presence Service.
While we believe that there is a need for the Presence User Agent function(s), we also believe that there is a need for the definition of the role(s) of the Presence User Agent before deciding about the scope and need of the Pe-interface and thus whether it could also accommodate the registration procedures of the Presentity. 
 
For the above reasons and until we understand better the scope of the Pe-interface, we propose to introduce an interface, namely Pr, which identifies the registration procedures that will take place between a Presentity registering itself to the Presence Server and thus be compliant to the current stage 1 TS 22.141v5.0.0.

3 Proposal

It is proposed to agree to provide a new interface for the registration/de-registration of the Presentity to the Presence Server. 

If accepted, Openwave proposes an updated version of the drafted Presence Service reference model contribution as described in S2-12584 from the Vancouver meeting which updates the reference model with the registration interface and adds a definition for the registration interface, and that the updated reference model is inserted into the new Presence Service TR.
